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3D Practice
Range 
Rules  

  Wow, what a great success our new 3D 
range has been! That being said, we are 
having a few problems. For the continued 
policy/privilege of not charging the 
members for shooting the range, we 
need to re-iterate the rules. THE RANGE 
IS FOR CLUB MEMBERS AND THEIR 
ELIGIBLE FAMILY MEMBERS ONLY! 
PLEASE,  DO NOT BRING YOUR NON-
MEMBER FRIENDS OUT TO SHOOT 
THE 3D RANGE.  

The current 3D Practice range rules are 
as follows:
1.Only members and their eligible family 
members are allowed to shoot the club 
3D range. 
Exception: guest, that has never shot a 
Keowee 3D tournament, may shoot the 
range, with a member, one time only.
(The member shall be responsible for 
ensuring their guest follows all rules and 
safety practice)
2. Shooters are limited to 2 shots per 
target and 2 rounds per week.
3. Only field/target points allowed. No 
broadheads or expanding heads are 
allowed (not even if they are fixed to not 
open).
4. Only shoot at the vital (scoring ring) 
area. (No shooting at the head, neck, 
eye, leg, tail, etc.)
5. Each shooter must sign in with their 
Name and the Date / Time on the sign 
in sheet posted at the practice range 
shed. (This would allow us to track how 
much the range is used.

6. Shots only allowed to be taken from 
within the marked boundary for each 
target
7. Wait to pull arrows if someone is 
shooting at the adjoining target and/or 
don’t shoot if someone is pulling arrows 
from an adjoining target. (Depending 
upon how we place targets, this may not 
be necessary for all targets)
8. Promptly report any rule violation, any 
excessive target damage, or any missing 
target to a club officer.
9. Range is closed during tournaments, 
tournament layout, setup and takedown. 
If a target is lying on the ground, do not 
shoot at it or set it up
PLEASE HELP US TO KEEP OUR

Changes 
to SCAA 
2009

Note worthy from SCAA directors 
meeting this past September 13th.   
1. Voted to keep speed at 280fps 
2. Voted that state Novice Bowhunter 3D 

Champion and Shooter of the Year not 
be eligible for those awards again as a 
Novice Bowhunter
3. Voted to move Young Adult back 
to Green stake (40 Yard Max.)
3. Voted to move Women's Bowhunter 
Novice class to Yellow Stake (30 Yard 
Max.)
4. Voted to create two new classes; 
NASP High School … 25yds white 
stake & NASP Middle School 20ys blue 
stake. Both classes must shoot current 
regulation NASP equipment 



5. Voted all shot gun starts on State 3D 
Championship to be 9AM and 1PM.

6. SCAA State 3D Champion
The State 3D Champion Competition will 
be governed as follows:

a.  A competitor must compete in at least 
one of the first two state 3D tournaments 
(upper state or lower state) plus the final 
state 3D tournament.

b.  The total score of the higher of the first 
two plus the final will determine the State 
3D Champion.
c.   State Champion 3D scores will not be 
prorated; in other words your combined 
score will be your total points. 

d. A competitor must be a current member 
of the SCAA to qualify as the SCAA state 
3D champion.
7. SCAA Shooter of the Year

The SCAA Shooter of the Year 
competition will be governed as 
follows:

a.  A competitor must compete in at least 
4 of the State Target Tournaments and 
have a qualifying state 3D score to be 
qualified to compete for Shooter of the 
Year in his or her class for that year.

b.  The total 3D score plus the top four 
target scores will count towards the 
SCAA shooter of the year totals.

c.All scores will be prorated to a max 
score of 900.

d.  A competitor must be a current 
member of the SCAA to qualify as the 
SCAA shooter of the year.

e. A competitor must compete in 
comparable classes. It is the 
competitor’s responsibility to verify with 
state officials if there is a question 
about like classes.
For example (not all inclusive):
Freestyle……to….Open Freestyle 
Bowhunter novice …to…Fixed Sight 
Release
Limited…to…Bowhunter Freestyle 
Limited

f.   A competitor may change classes 
during the year, but Shooter of the 
Year points may not be transferred to 
the new class if it is not comparable.

g.  Special Rules Regarding Shooters 
Competing for Bowhunter Shooter of 
the Year:  Since the NFAA has no 
Bowhunter Novice class; shooters 
competing in the non 3D tournaments 
will shoot in the class based on their 
equipment. It is the shooter’s 
responsibility to inform the tournament 
director that their scores need to be 
carried over to the Bowhunter Shooter 
Of the Year tally and not the tally of the 
NFAA class they shot in that 
tournament.   The winner of the 
Bowhunter Novice Shooter of the Year 
Award will not be eligible for Bowhunter 
Shooter of the Year the following year.

8. Clarified penalty for not touching 3D 
stake. For unintentional infractions: 1st 

time is a warning, 2nd is a zero on the 
target, 3rd is disqualification. 
Intentional infractions may be 
interpreted as unsportsmanlike conduct 
and may also result in disqualification.

$25 – Non-SCAA Club Member Fee
$5 – 17 and Under
$25 – Family rate for SCAA club 
members

AGE CHANGES DURING THE YEAR: ... 
If you will change age classes during the 
shooting year; then you need to start the 
year in the higher age class. It does 
not matter when your birthday falls; 
unless it is after all of the scheduled 
shoots. In other words if your 12th 
birthday is in July; then you must start the 
season out as a youth or the points 
gained as a cub will not count towards 
the Shooter of the Year Points. If your 
birthday falls in September or later you 
can shoot the lower age group because 
you will not be actually a youth until then 
and all of the tournaments will have been 
shot.

Age Divisions 
Pee Wee = 8 and under
Cub = Under 12
Youth = 12 to 14
Young Adult = 15 to 17
Adult = 18 and older
Senior = 55 and older
Master Senior = 65 and older

4. Rule change to A-3 (Number of 

Shoots) From 16 to 14. 
5. Major rule change to C-5: “All circuit 

shooters MUST register and then 
shoot thru the chronograph and 
have your speed written on the top 
right front of your score card”.

6. Rule change to D-3 (Arrows) ... added 
ROBIN HOOD – An arrow embedded 
(“Robin Hood”) in the nock of another 
arrow will be scored the same as the 
arrow it is imbedded in.  Any arrow 

rebounded (a “Robin Hood” that strikes 
and damages another arrow and does 
not proceed towards the target, but 
bounces back) will be scored the same 
as the arrow it struck, provided the 
damaged arrow can be identified.  

7. Rule to add D-12 (Let down rule): If an 
archer is at full draw he/she can not let 
down and change the adjustable 
sights. 

8. Rule to add D-14 (LEAVING THE 
RANGE):  If an archer on the first day 
of the tournament has to leave the
range due to extenuating 
circumstances the archer must turn 
in his/her score card and will be 
allowed to come back the next day and 
finish the round but only at the host 
clubs discretion.  
Word change to class 7: Add the words 
“or peep sight”,

9. Rule change to class 8: Re-name from 
Hunter Novice to Beginner Hunter and 
the final top ten winners must move to 
another class the following years.

10. Wording change to Class 12 and 
Class 17 from fixed pins to fixed pins 
only.

11. Wording change to Class 19 from 
Women’s Pro to Women’s Money and 
Class 20 from Men’s Pro to Men’s 
Money and delete all remaining words 
and then add the following.  “Shoot 
what you bring with max. speed of 280 
FPS rule”.
